Lesson Description:

As students learn research procedures or conduct research on a topic, they compile a bibliography of useful information and create a paragraph (abstract) of the source.  They will include a correct bibliographic citation for each resource.  They will also include expository information about the content of the resource, the compilation of the resource (table of contents, index, chapters, study questions, other study guides, etc.), comments about the resource, evaluation about the credibility  and validity of the resource.

Objectives:

Students will

1. document information to avoid plagiarism

2. use correct research style

3. write a clear, coherent summary of information

4. evaluate the ease of use and credibility/validity of the resource

5. share their resources with classmates.  

Key Ideas and/or Driving Questions:

1. What makes a source credible, worthwhile, valid, relevant? 

2. How can students find and then navigate resources of various types for various purposes? 

3. How can students incorporate ideas from resources into their work and avoid plagiarism?
